Hemsted Forest Golf Club is 
situated in the heart of Kent 
just a 20-minute drive from 
Ashford, Maidstone and 

Tunbridge Wells.

The course lies in a beautiful natural 
setting and offers a haven of peace 
and tranquillity far removed from the 
hustle and bustle of everyday life. The 
clubhouse, a converted oast, is the 
only one of its kind and the superbly 
appointed interior and changing 
areas add to that unmistakable feeling 
of quality.

Over the last ten years every aspect of 
the club has been transformed to 
create a truly remarkable tree-lined 
course. The most radical change 
introduced has been in the style of 
membership to the club. In today’s 
fast moving society many golfers 
can’t justify golf club entrance fees 
and annual membership fees because 
they simply don’t have the chance to 
play enough golf.

To address this growing trend 
Hemsted Forest introduced a fresh 
concept of golf club membership, an 
innovative scheme that offers a totally 
flexible and low cost approach to 
membership. When a golfer joins 
Hemsted Forest, they buy a number of 
“units” which are held on a 
membership account. The unit 
options are available in varying sizes 
based on a sliding scale ensuring the 
more units purchased the better 
value they become.

Each time a member plays, a number 
of units, depending on when they 

play, are deducted 
from the account. 
Units can also be 
used for guest play at 
any time.

Members can 
purchase additional 
units at any point 
throughout the year 
as required. All units 
are perpetually valid, 
providing that the 
minimum option of 
units is purchased 
each year.

Our Membership 
scheme entitles 
golfers to full playing 
privileges, the 
opportunity to obtain 
a club handicap and 
greater value for 
money with the 
knowledge that any 
unused units can be 
carried forward to 
the following year.  The different 
levels of affordability offer the casual 
and the regular golfer the flexibility 
and cost effective piece of mind that 
has always been missing from golfing 
membership.

With Membership starting at just 
£199 per annum it allows you to be in 
control of the timing and cost of your 
golf, but still receiving the benefits of 
full club membership.

Individual Membership units are perpetually valid providing that the minimum option of units required is
purchased each year.

Family Membership entitles a family of up to four persons to share one option of units. To qualify for a family
membership all persons nominated must reside at the same address. All family membership units are perpetually
valid providing that the minimum of units required is purchased each year.

Company Membership entitles a Company to have between 2 and 4 nominated card holders which become
members of the Club. These membership cards can subsequently be passed to Company employees/clients and
guests to play golf. Each card can be used for a maximum of 4 players at any time. All Company Membership units
are perpetually valid providing that the minimum option of units required is purchased each year.

When you have used up your units, simply choose from Options A - D for your next rounds at the Club.

A members membership year runs twelve months from their last purchase.

(Junior rate is 4 units on a weekday and 5 units at the weekend)

13 Only members who have, in the opinion of the Club Management, reached an acceptable
 standard of play and who understand and comply with the expected etiquette of the game will be
 permitted to play the course. 

1. The name of the club shall be the Hemsted Forest Golf Club 
(hereinafter called the Club).

2. The directors and appointed employees of the Company are solely 
responsible for all matters relating to the affairs and management of 
the Club.

 Any notice from time to time displayed on the Club notice board(s) 
duly authorised by one of the said directors or appointed employees 
shall at all times form part of the Conditions of Membership of the 
Club.

3. Any officers of the Club shall be appointed by the Company.
4. The Club shall consist of such categories of members as the Company 

shall from time to time determine.
5. Members of the Club shall be invited to renew their membership 

annually through payment of a subscription. The amount and due date 
of such subscription will be determined by the Company and notified 
to members in writing. The Company may decline to invite the renewal 
of any membership and shall not be obliged to give any reason for 
doing so. In such circumstances, or in any other circumstances 
whatsoever, the member will not be entitled to a refund of the Entrance 
Fee (if applicable) either in whole or in part.

 Membership units are perpetual providing the minimum number of 
‘units’ applicable to the category of membership are purchased each 
year, such minimum units to be published by the Club from time to time.

 Any person or body wishing to apply for membership of the Club shall 
do so in writing.

 The Company may approve or decline such application at its 
discretion. On approval and on payment of the entrance fee (if 
applicable) and subscription notified by the Company such person or 
body shall become a member of the Club. Having been accepted as 
a member of the Club, that member will not be entitled to a refund of 
the entrance fee or subscription either in whole or in part for any 
reason whatsoever, save as in clause 7 below.

6. If, at any time, it is considered by the Company that a member’s 
conduct is not in the best interests of the Club, that membership may 
be cancelled by the Company. In such circumstances the member will 
be entitled to a refund amounting to the unexpired portion of the 
annual membership fee or a refund of unused units.

7. The name of any member whose subscription remains unpaid after the 
expiry of fourteen days from the due date shall be posted in the 
clubhouse. If, after the expiry of a further fourteen days the subscription 
remains unpaid, that membership will automatically cease with the loss 
on any remaining units held on their account.

8. A member is entitled to sign in a maximum of three guests per day.
9. Members shall be entitled to use and enjoy the facilities of the Club in 

accordance with their membership category. However, the Club 
reserves the right to close the course and clubhouse at certain times for 

reasons of inclement weather, alterations and maintenance to the 
course and/or clubhouse, golf events and competition not open to 
members or any other reason that the Company shall decide.

 The course and clubhouse will also be closed each Monday (except 
Bank Holidays).

10. Members and their guests must conform to the dress regulations of the 
Club, as stipulated by the Company, at all times.

11. Children under the age of 7 years are not allowed on the golf course 
or in/around the clubhouse premises. Junior members must be 
accompanied in the clubhouse at all times and are not permitted to 
play at weekends before 11.00am.

12. The Company cannot accept liability in respect of any accident to any 
member or their guests nor for any loss or damage to their property 
and goods unless so caused by negligence. Members must have their 
own liability insurance against any loss or damage that they may be 
held responsible for on the golf course.

13. The Company shall have the right to alter or amend the constitution 
and conditions of membership of the Club at any time and without 
notice to any individual member. Notification of any such alteration or 
amendment shall be displayed on the Club Notice Board.

 The Company’s decision on any query or interpretation of any 
condition of membership or on the constitution and conditions of 
membership of the Club, or part thereof, shall be final.
